Alan Higgins R.I.P.

In 1998, a young boy came through the doors of Ardscoil La Salle, full of hopes and dreams. He became known to teachers as a gentle,
hard-working pu-pil and to his classmates as a genuine friend with a great sense of fun. His name was Alan Higgins.
The staff had the privilege of knowing and working with Alan for a little over four years; all too short a period, but one that was long
enough to get to know the measure of the young man. Alan was a pleasure to teach. He was bright, enthusiastic and had a zest for life!
He was genuinely interested in his work and whole-heartedly participated in class activities and dis-cussions. You could al-ways rely on
Alan to make a positive contribu-tion.
To his close friends he was always fun to be around. He always looked on the bright side of life and was never in a bad mood. Alan was
central to any-thing that was going on in the school. He played a main part in all of his year's TY plays and he would have been
involved in this year's Christmas Con-cert. Up until TY he was a really quiet student. He was a man of many talents. He was exception-
al at art and had a passion for golf. He easily accom-plished anything that he tried.
In Transition Year he came into his own. We saw him grow and ma-ture. We caught sight of his quick sense of hu-mour and his willing-
ness to get involved in things as diverse as collecting for Temple St. Hospital to bravely taking upon him-self the role of Step-mother in
our version of "Cinderella"!
We saw his popularity with his classmates and other students in the school and the deep feel-ings that were so poign-antly expressed for
him in the week after his tragic death. The sudden and inexpressibly tragic loss of Alan was felt by all of us in the school commu-nity.
Students and teach-ers united with his family and friends in an over-whelming sense of grief, aware that words would never suffice, yet
also aware that in this terrible event lay recognition of the very high esteem in which Alan was held by all who knew him. His family
had lost an irreplaceable son, his friends a long and trusted friend and we, at Ardscoil, an exemplary student.
We will all miss Alan very much, and he will leave a gap in our hearts forever, but his spirit will always live on in the school and in our
hearts.
On 17th January we had a memorial Mass to remember Alan and give thanks for his life. Alan's mother, Miriam, his sister, Catriona, his
friends Jamie and Tanya and teachers from Holy Trinity School, Donaghmede, joined the school community. Also present were mem-
bers of the Board of Manage-ment and the Parents' Association. The occasion was one of great emotion. Alongside a tremendous sense
of loss were wonderful ap-preciation of Alan and gratitude for having known him. In the days and weeks following Alan's death the
school felt the support of the wider community.
Amongst the gifts brought to the altar were letters and cards from other schools. Also brought forward were a book of condolences
from students and staff of the school and an autograph book with very touching messages to Alan from his close friends. These were all
later presented to Alan's family. John Bowe, Paul McKenna and Patrick O'Hanlon paid tribute to Alan with a poem they had written. On
behalf of the staff Mr. O'Brien paid tribute to Alan, remarking on his commitment to school, his love of golf and the great impact he
had on his friends. Mr. O'Brien extended the deepest sympathy of students and staff to Alan's mother and sis-ter.

Alan would have been 18 years old on the 23rd March. In his memory a Candlelight Vigil was led by Fr. Noone, Parish Priest of
Donaghmede, on Saturday night,22nd March, in the area around the Leisure Plex and UCI Cinema. Alan's mother, Miriam, organised
this Memorial Vigil in the hope that it would unite the community and show its disgust and opposition to the street crimes that plague
our streets. A huge crowd turned out on this occasion, yet another tribute to a remarkable young man.

May he rest in peace.
